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1881 Marriages

This data on marriages in 1881 was
extracted from The Clinton
Independent of 24 August 1882. The
births were printed in the same paper
on 20 and 27 July 1882. Sandra Post
is to be credited for bringing this
information to the editors’ attention.

The Independent columnist had this to
say about the marriage records:

“"We do not presume that the
above list comprises all the marriages
in the county for 1881, for there is a
general and deplorable lack of
promptness on the part of ministers
and magistrates in recording the work
of this kind done by them. Neither
would we like to vouch for the
correctness of all these names, for it is
a matter of much difficulty to copy as
long a list as the above from anyone’s
chirography and get all names correct;
though we will here pay county clerk
Kelser a deserved compliment by
saying that he writes a plain and
beautiful hand, and his books are
models for neatness of transcription;
so we lay none of the responsibility
upon him. The trouble is farther back.
The clerk, in copying into his books the
reports sent him, has to deal with the
pen-work of many different men, and
some of it is extremely difficult of
decipheration. The wonder is that he
gets them as nearly correct as he does.

“From this list we see that some
unwarrantably early marriages
occurred in this county in 1881; for
instance, Frank A. Sanford at 17,
though perhaps it was thought
excusable since the bride was 20.
Another instance of tender age was
that of Miss Lena Parks of 14. We
are glad to notice that such marriages
are very infrequent.”

ROBERT SAYERS CLARK '

by Mary Jane MacNaughton Bush

Robert Sayers Clark was bomn
Mayl16, 1860, at Eureka, Michigan. His
father, Robert, came from Lincolnshire,
England, via Canada in 1854. "R.S.,” as he
was called, married Geneva Shipley in
1880 and they moved to St. Johns in 1885.
He and his brother-in-law, Dart Hulse,
established the Clark & Hulse dothing
business that lasted three generations. He
also bought carriage horses for the eastern
market and his stables were known
throughout the state.

In 1903 he and several St. Johns
men formed the San Juan Association of
White Lake and developed a tract of land for
summer homes where the family spent
every summer. He loved to fish and
managed the 94 steps down to the lake
many times in spite of having only one leg,
the other having been amputated when he
was about 30 because of blood poisoning
from a blister.

In 1909 he organized the Farmers
Cement Tile Machine Co., also branching
out into many kinds of farm power
machinery. He was one of the prime
stockholders and the first and for many
years president of the Farmers Bank that
eventually merged with the State Bank.
